In the G.O. read above, Government prescribed certain
conditions for grant of Conveyance Allowance to
Orthopaedically handicapped employees working in the
State Government.

2. Inthe reference 2nd read above, Government of India
defined disability under Section 2(t) of the Government of
India Act No. 1 of 1996, for the purpose of grant of
Conveyance Allowance to the Orthopaedically handicapped
employees. As per the Government of India Act “Person
with disability” means a person suffering from not less than
forty percent of any disability as certified by a medical
authority.

3. Accordingly, the following amendment to para-3(i) of
the G.O. 1st read above is issued.
