ORDER :

In the G.O. 1st read above, Government have issued
orders that the Apprentice period of Teachers shall be count
for the purpose of 8/16/24 years Automatic Advancement
Scheme. The amount to be drawn (arrears) by the teachers
in this regard shall be remitted to GPF accounts of the
respective teachers duly obtaining the written agreement
from the teachers of crediting the arrears of GPF
Govemnment further direct that the Director of School
Education, Hyderabad / all District Educational Officers shall
verify the above aspect in each individual case and take
further action, any improper counting of service shall be
viewed seriously and the financial implications /loss
sustained fo the Government on account of such iregular

respect of Scheduled Tribes cannot be implemented, even
though the cadre strength is more than 5.

4. Several representations have also been received for
amendment to para 5 in G.O.Ms.No.2, SW (ROR.1)
Department, dated 9-1-2004, to the effect that in respect of
Scheduled Tribes the required adequacy may be taken as
one for the posts whose cadre strength is 6, 7 or 8.

5. The Government, after careful examination of the matter,
hereby decide to amend the GO.Ms.No.2, SW (ROR.1)
Department, dated 9-1-2004, so as to make applicable the
Rule of Reservation in promotions, in respect of Scheduled
Tribes, for the posts where the cadre strength'is 6, 7 or 8.
Accordingly, the following amendment is issued to
G.0.Ms.No.2, Social Welfare (ROR.1) Department, dated
9-1-2004.

5. The amendment hereby made shall come into force with
effect from the current panel year 2006-07, and the roster
point shall be filled with the Scheduled Tribe candidate where
the turn comes, for implementation of Rule of Reservation
in favour of Scheduled Tribes.

AMENDMENT
At the end of Paragraph 5 of the said G.O. the following
shall be added, namely

“In respect of Scheduled Tribes, the required adequacy
may be taken as one for the posts whose cadre strength is
6,70r8"

Appropriate amendment to Rule 22 of A.P. State &
Subordinate Service Rules shall be issued separately.
